1. What is the main message of this poster?
   Aotearoa Traditional Performing Arts Festival.


2. What is the secondary message of this poster?
   Ao Māori, ao auahi kore – Traditionally Māori; Traditionally Smoke free.


3. Who do you think this poster is aimed at?   Why do you think that?
All Māori, anyone interested in Kapa Haka and tourists.
Because it is demonstrating Kapa Haka …. 
Because it is mainly Māori people who follow Kapa Haka to this level….
Tourists are interested in learning about ‘things’ Māori (etc. etc.)


4. Who has helped to finance this poster?

· Patikitiki pattern- indicates abundance, progress.

· Niho taniwha – indicates strength, strong direction specific pathways, direction.

· Bodice; piupiu; whitiki; have now become “traditional gear”-

· Not purely “traditional” ---- the pari, tāpeka whitiki are adaptations of ancient clothing, taken from tāniko border work on traditional korowai (cloaks) and kākahu etc.
