Rūpeke, tarapeke, katakata, tangitangi!  Koirā tā Jeffery e maumahara nei i te wā i toa ai a Te Whānau-a-Apanui.  Ahakoa kāore rāua ko Kawana i tū ki roto i te kapa i taua wā, ka kanapa tonu mai ngā karu i te hokinga mahara.

He uaua te whakautu i te pātai, he aha i whakarerekē ai i tā rātou tū ki tā tētahi atu kapa kia riro ai i a rātou te tūranga tuatahi?  Ko te takune a ngā tama nei, nā te pai o ā rātou waiata, ngā nekenekehanga, ngā mea katoa i whērā ai.  Motuhake tā rātou tū, kāore rātou i whai i tā tētahi atu.  Ka mutu, kei te pupuritia ngā mea tūturu ki tō Te Whānau-a-Apanui tikanga.

Kei te noho a Kawana ki roto o Te Uru i Tāmaki Makau-rau, ā, kei Tūranganui-a-Kiwa kē a Jeffery.  I ia mutunga wiki, mō te ngahuru mā tahi wiki, ka hoki atu ō rāua whānau ki te rohe o Te Whānau-a-Apanui mō ngā wānanga.  Mai i te pō o te Paraire tae atu ki te ahiahi o te Rātapu, ka wānangatia ngā waiata, ngā nekenekehanga, ngā mahi ā-ringa, ā-waewae hoki.  Whakapono katoa nei rāua, nā te tautoko nui a ngā pāhake, ka whakaaetia rāua kia kuhu atu ki roto i te kapa.  Koirā rāua e whakapau kaha nei kia kotahi rau paiheneti ki ngā mahi haka katoa, kia kore ai rātou e whakaaro kē.

I ētahi wā, ka patapatai atu ētahi o ngā hoa kura o Kawana, he aha rātou e tangi nei i tā rātou whakaekenga ki runga i te papa whakatūwaewae.  Ko te ihi, ko te wehi, ko te wana o te tū i te whakaatu i ngā taonga a ō tātou tīpuna.
