
Resource sheet 8F: He kupu whakamahuki

Kimi tangata: ngā pātai e pātai nuitia ana

Recruitment: frequently asked questions

Ka taea e ngā tāngata katoa ngā tūnga e pānuitia ana te tono atu?

Can anyone apply for the advertised roles? 

Āe mārika, mehemea he pūkenga ōu e hiahiatia ana. 

Yes most definitely, provided you meet the skill and competency requirements for the role. 

Me Māori te kaitono?

Does the person have to be Māori to apply for a role?

E hē/Kāo/Kāhore heoi anō he mea nui kia kaingākaunui koe ki te reo, kia poipoia. 

No, however it’s important that you are committed to learning and fostering te reo Māori. 

E hia te roa ka whakahoki kōrero mai koutou ki taku tono?

How long will it be before someone replies to my application? 

Ina tuku tono mai koe mā te īmēra, ka whakahoki kōrero atu ki a koe i roto i te kotahi rangi. Ka whakamōhio atu i roto i te tekau rangi whai muri i te katinga tono mehemea ka uia koe kāhore rānei. Mehemea ka tukua ā-mēratia tō tono ka rua rangi atu hei whakamōhio.

If you apply by e-mail, you will be notified that your application has been received within 1 working day. Notification as to whether you will be interviewed or declined for the role will be within 10 working days of the application closing date.  Please allow an extra 2-3 working days if applying by post. 

He aha te tukunga kōwhiri tangata?

What is the recruitment process? 

Ka āta tirohia tō tono nā runga i ngā paearu mahi mō te tūnga.

Mehemea ka kōwhirihia ko koe ka uia koe e Whakaata Māori.

Ina riro i a koe te tūnga, ka rapu kōrero anō mōhou.

Your application will be assessed against the criteria developed for each role. 

Should your application meet the criteria you may be interviewed by Māori Television. 

Should you be selected as the successful candidate further background and reference checks will be undertaken prior to the offer of the role. 

E hia te roa o te kōwhiringa?

How long is the recruitment process? 

E āhua whā wiki te roa mai i te katinga tae noa kia tuku kōrero whakaae ki te kaitono waimarie. Ka whakamōhio atu i ngā kaitono kīhai i waimarie.

Approximately four weeks from application close off date to an offer being made to the successful candidate. All unsuccessful candidates will be notified accordingly. 

Ko tēhea taumata o te reo e hiahiatia ana?

What level of te reo is required? 

He taumata tō tēnā tūnga tō tēnā tūnga. Mō ētahi tūnga ehara i te mea me kōrero Māori te tangata, engari me ako tonu, me whakamahi tonu, me poipoi tonu ngā tāngata katoa i te reo Māori.

Different roles require different levels of te reo Māori as determined in the position criteria. Some positions do not require te reo Māori to fulfil the role, but all team members, are expected to learn, use, and otherwise foster te reo Māori.

Me tuhi rānei taku tono ki te reo Māori?

Should my application be in te reo Māori? 

Ka whakaaetia ngā tono katoa ahakoa reo Pākehā, reo Māori rānei.

Applications in te reo Māori and/or English will be accepted. 

Me pēhea te tuku atu i taku tono?

How should I send in my application? 

He tino pai ina tukua mai mā te īmēra heoi anō kei te pai hoki kia tukua mai mā te waea whakaahua, mā te mēra rānei hoki.

Preferably by e-mail, however, fax or postal applications will be accepted. 

Me tuku mihimihi i te uiuitanga? 

Will mihi form part of the interview process? 

Mehemea he mea nui te mihimihi ki a koe ka whakaritea tētahi wāhanga o te uiuitanga kia pērā.

If you feel this is an important part of the process for you this can be catered for at your interview by Māori Television. 

Mehemea kāhore taku tono tuatahi i tutuki pai mō taua tūnga, ka taea e au te tono mō tētahi atu?

If I am not successful for one role, can I apply for other advertised roles? 

Āe. Ka whakaaro whānui te rōpū kimi tangata ki ngā tono ina pai atu tētahi atu tūnga mō te kaitono engari ka whakamōhiotia te kaitono ina pērā. Heoi anō ki te whakaaro koe he pūkenga ōu mō ētahi atu tūnga kei te pai kia tono mai koe.

Yes. The Māori Television recruitment team will assess applications for roles other than those applied for initially and will advise applicants accordingly. However, you should feel free to apply for roles where you believe you meet the skills sets required.  

He aha rawa a Whakaata Māori?
