OVERVIEW

Pack your kete, you’re going overseas but first you need to arm yourself with some Māori items in order to survive in a foreign country! Then you will need to prepare a mihi as you have been asked to represent Aotearoa at a huge welcoming party.

INSTRUCTIONS

You will fill the kete below with 10 items that customs will allow you to take with you into China. Your 10 items are survival items that you will need to retain your uniqueness as a Māori overseas. Be specific about each item – you must give titles, types or details. Writing Māori kai is not sufficient! Writing three kumara from my kuia’s patch in Ruatoki becaue I can grow them in China is!

You will need physical resources that will help you retain your language, customs and protocols and materials that will promote your culture! You should be able to stack it all in your kete backpack so you can’t take your kuia and koroua for advice, nor can you take hangi stones because they’re too heavy. 

For each item, you have to be able to explain it’s use and why it is important to take. Consider food, clothes, books, tapes, CD’s, art, craft, photo’s, calendars, gifts,
