FOCUS TOPIC:

How Haka is created.


PREAMBLE

· In days gone by, right up to the present day, one of the main functions of the haka was to demonstrate and reinforce the mana, the sacredness, and the strength of a tribe.  Where an enemy was instilled with fear, admiration, and respect towards the ‘home’ people was attributed thus rendering the enemy reluctant to attack.

· These days the function of haka is similar but perhaps the enemy is different or not as obvious. One of the current major functions is that of being a political platform where all manner of issues may be written about and expressed.

· The body is used as the physical vehicle, to reinforce the message expressed in the words – to tell the story. Much emphasis is put on this part of the HAKA.

ACTIVITY 2:

PREAMBLE.

· Cigarette smoking is a huge problem in modern Māori society. Many Māori people die from caner and similar diseases due to cigarette smoking.

· Māori people of all ages smoke – men, women, youth.

· Researchers in this field claim that statistics are showing that 50 young (12yrs upward) Māori people start smoking every day.

· Kaumātua have become anxious about the continual growth of this problem that continues to plague Māori.


HERE IS YOUR TASK.
· The elders have decided that more should be heard in Māoridom about this issue.  The associated problems are horrendous.


· Your task is to write a poem denigrating the effects of smoking on te iwi Māori.


· They have requested that it include your thoughts about the following.


ISSUES TO THINK ABOUT.

	· 50 young people start smoking every day.

· It is the cause of loss of life – loss of generations.

· It is a waste of money at an individual level and in terms of  people

· The stink!  The rot!
