An Explanation/He Whakamārama

Porourangi had a son called Ueroa. Ueroa had Tokerau and so on.

There are 10 generations from Ueroa to Mahinarangi.

Mahinarangi married Tūrongo and united the East Coast tribes with the Tainui and Ngāti Raukawa people.

Kahungunu had a sister called Iranui who married Hingangaroa. Hingangaroa was a descendant of Hau an older brother of Ueroa. See Resource 3.

The name of the wharenui at Ngaruawahia is called Mahinarangi.

Groups compose tune to recite the names from Ueroa to Mahinarangi to.
