1. Explain to the class that the kaupapa of the lesson is about numbers.

2. Ask students how well versed they are with counting consequently you may need to introduce large numbers to students. (100, 1000 etc)
3. Cut up and hand out Activity Sheet 1 – Wharewhare cards to the students and explain that this game is like bingo.

4. One card per student.

5. Ask the students in Māori to collect 12 small stones from outside or provide counters for them to use.
6. The teacher will call out the numbers slowly on the kāri matua in English.  The numbers on the student cards are written in Māori.

7. The students must place a stone on the corresponding number.

8. Once a student’s card is full they call out ‘Wharewhare’.

9. The student then calls out all his numbers in Māori and they are checked by the teacher. 

10. Swap the cards around and play the game again to give another student an opportunity to win.

3. Each row represents a day of the week, therefore the first row represents Rātapu (Sunday)

4. Ask the class to choose a row to sit in and settle them quickly.

5. Spread the students evenly throughout the rows if you need to.

6. The students must remember the day that their row represents and must remain as that particular day for the entire game.

7. The teacher will then call out a day of the week in Māori.  For example if Rāapa is called out then the first row automatically becomes Rāapa therefore the other rows must follow the sequence, Rāpare, Rāmere, Rāhoroi, Rātapu, Rāhina and Rātū.
8. All students must then run and sit in their allocated day as fast as they can.

9. The teacher continues to call out different days of the week in Māori and watches for the last person to sit down. Consequently the last person to sit down is out.

10. The game continues until you have a winner.

11. The students are required to not only be fast but remember the correct order of the days of the week.
