Activity Tasks in Sequence:

1. Revisit field trip- Kaiti Hill - Titirangi 

2. Observe photo’s of Kaiti Hill -Titirangi 

3. Teacher reads a brief historic article about Titirangi – Kaiti Hill - http://www.gisbornenz.com/about/titirangi.html
4. Brainstorm features of Titirangi – Kaiti Hill that were important to the the past tangata whenua

5. Students put into small groups – assigned roles reporter, recorder and researchers

6. Students write a brief statement about the importance of Titirangi – Kaiti Hill to the tangata whenua today

7. Each reporter reports their findings back to the class
8. Question time where the students justify their statements
