Kōrero about Hauiti

In the time of Hingangaroa descendants of Paikea and Porourangi had settled around Ūawa. Hingangaroa was one of the leading chiefs. He was an expert craftsman specialising in carpentry and whakairo. He established the prestigious school of learning called “Te Rāwheoro” which stood in Ūawa. By his wife Iranui he had three sons; Taua, Mahaki-Ewe-Karoro and Hauiti. 

Taua and Mahaki-Ewe-Karoro lorded it over the people and treated Hauiti and his people with very little respect.  Hauiti had a huge net called ‘whakapaupakihi’ which he used to catch all the fish in. Every time Hauiti would catch fish his brother’s people would take it from them. They did this on a number of occasions until Hauiti said “enough is enough”. He goes off to see a tohunga or expert called Marukakoa who convinces him that he can overcome his brothers. 

Hauiti returns to Ūawa and in a number of battles defeats his brothers and drives them out of Ūawa. 

Hauiti married Kahukuraiti and Rakaumanawahe and they had a number of children who carried on his legacy to the present day. Hence Te Aitanga-a-Hauiti of Ūawa. Taua and Mahaki-Ewe-Karoro became the founding ancestors of the tribes Te Whanau-a-Apanui and Ngāti Porou respectively.
