The speaker can talk to class – students ask questions

Teacher and students record answers

Students write a report

Photos of Pacific Islander people and some of their traditions i.e. Clothing, food, 

Guest Speaker
Activity Tasks in Sequence:

Observe photos

Brainstorm how Pacific Island groups i.e. continue their traditions and beliefs

Introduce guest speaker to class- the speaker can discuss how and why they carry on their beliefs and traditions in Aotearoa - students can ask questions

Teacher and students record answers

Student write a report describing “How Pacific Islanders i.e. Tongan continue their traditions and beliefs in Aotearoa and also

Identify 5 reasons why it is important to Pacific Islanders to carry on their traditions

They will conclude by identifying possible issues and problems that may occur in their new environment

Peer evaluation of process and report
Assessment Tasks:

Student writes a report describing “How Pacific Islanders i.e. Tongan continue their traditions and beliefs in Gisborne and also identify 5 reasons why it is important to Pacific Islanders to carry on their traditions

The students will conclude by identifying possible issues and problems that may occur in their new environment
