Traditional narrative 1

Paikea

According to the Te Rāwheoro Whare Wānanga, Rongomaitahanui and Taneuarangi were the parents of Paikea. According to the Whitireia Whare Wānanga, Uenuku and Rangatoro were his parents.

Paikea was the sole survivor of the maritime disaster known as “Te Huripureiata”. Where his brother Ruatapu attempted to murder all the first born of Hawaiki so that he would be the heir to the mana-prestige of Uenuku. Paikea was able to call upon his ancestor, the whale to come to his rescue. He came ashore at Ahuahu (Great Mercury Island) and made his way south in search of a home which resembled his Whangarā, in Hawaiki. He married Huturangi at Te Kautuku near Rangitukia on the East Coast. They moved further south finally settling at a place which he called Whangarā-mai-tawhiti, Whangarā from afar. 

Rongomaituaho travelled from Hawaiki in search of his father. Rongomaituaho was a son by the marriage of Paikea to a woman in Hawaiki called Hauwhakaturia. Father and son were reunited in Whangarā-mai-tawhiti where their descendants live today.

Whitireia is the name of the Wharenui at Whangarā-mai-tawhiti. Paikea is the tekoteko on top of the wharenui. He can been seen astride his whale.
