Ngā Pū Wānanga kei Te Pō is an example of a waiata composed to commemorate the contribution that Tohunga and Whare Wānanga made to the retention and maintenance of mātauranga Māori. The waiata deals with some of the Whare Wānanga that were established on the eastern seaboard of the north Island. It is not an exhaustive list.

Activity Tasks in Sequence:

(1)
Discuss Traditional Māori learning institutions-Whare Wānanga and

the teachers, adepts, high preists-Tohunga and their roles in traditional Māori education.

Show students resource 1.

Read as a class the waiata

(5)
Students write down the whare wānanga and their respective tohunga

(6)
Teacher writes Whare Wānanga on board and students match up the tohunga
