The Tamateaupoko story

Tamateaupoko lived 5 generations after Ruawaipu. Ruawaipu was a great chieftainess who held considerable power in the Awatere, Te Araroa districts. Her descendants today call themselves Ngāti Ruawaipu. However in the time of Tamateaarahia a tribe called Ngaoho came from the Bay of Plenty area, and attacked Ngāti Ruawaipu. Tamateaarahia was killed and his daughter Tamateaupoko fled with her people to Whangarā-mai-tawhiti, where she stayed with her relations.

Tamateaupoko vowed that she would return to the lands of Ruawaipu and drive off Ngaoho who had taken up residence on her tribal lands.

Tamateaupoko married Uekaiahu and had among others two sons who were to become outstanding warriors, Uetaha and Tamakoro. Uekaiahu also had two sons by a previous marriage called Tahania and Raramatai. The four young men with the urging of Tamateaupoko were determined to avenge the death of Tamateaarahia and reclaim the lands of Ruawaipu.

In what was to become one of the greatest military expeditions of the time the four brothers with their people, Ngai Tuere left Whangarā for the reaches of the Northern Waiapu. Despite trial and tribulation and a number of casualties Ngai Tuere triumphed and overcame Ngaoho. The courage and warrior class of Tahania, Uetaha and Tamakoro enshrined in legend. 

The revenge of Tamateaupoko was complete. She had reclaimed the land of her ancestors and avenged the death of her father Tamateaarahia.
