Ka moe a Uenuku i a Paimahutanga ka puta ki waho ko Ruatapu

Uenuku married Paimahutanga and had Ruatapu

Ka moe a Uenuku i a Takarita ka puta ko Ira

Uenuku married Takarita and had Ira

I haramai a Ira ki Aotearoa mā runga i te waka Horouta

Ira came to Aotearoa on board the waka Horouta

Haere ai nga maataamua o Hawaiki ki Pukehapopo whakarere manutukutuku ai

The eldest children of Hawaiki would go to Pukehapopo to fly kites

Ko Te Wharau te ingoa o te whare wananga o Uenuku i Hawaiki

Te Wharau was the name of the school of learning established by Uenuku in Hawaiki

Ka noho a Uenuku ki Hawaiki ko Pakarae te kainga

Uenuku stayed at a place called Pakarae

Ka moe a Paikea i a Hauwhakaturia ka puta ki waho ko Rongomaituaho

Paikea married Hauwhakaturia and had Rongomaituaho

I haramai a Rongomaituaho ki Aotearoa ma runga i te waka "Tereanini"

Rongomaituaho came to Aotearoa on board the waka Tereanini

Anei te ara whakapapa ki a Hingangaroa

Hingangaroa established the School of Learning known as Te Rāwheoro

Nā ngā kupu kino a Uenuku ki a Ruatapu ka whakaritea kia patua katoatia ngā mataamua o Hawaiki. 

Because of some nasty remarks Uenuku made about Ruatapu, Ruatapu planned to murder all the first born of Hawaiki.

Ka mauria katoa ngā mataamua ki waho o te moana.

All the first born were taken out to sea. 

Ka totohutia e Ruatapu te waka. Ko Tūte-pewa-a-rangi te ingoa.

Ruatapu sunk the waka. The name of the waka was Tūte-pewa-a-rangi.

Ka tīmata a Ruatapu te patupatu ingā mataamua.

Ruatapu began to kill all the first born.

Ko Paikea anake i morehu ai.

Paikea was the only one to survive.

Ka karanga atu a ia ki ōna tipuna tohara ki te haramai ki te whakaora i a ia.

He called to his ancestors the whales to come and save him.

Ka toromi a Ruatapu.

Ruatapu drowned.

Paikea came ashore at Ahuahu (Great Mercury Island)

Ka ū a Paikea ki Ahuahu

Ka moe a Paikea i a Te Ahurumowairaka

Paikea married Te Ahurumowairaka

Ka moe a Paikea i a Huturangi

Then married Huturangi

Ko Huturangi te tamahine a Te Whironui

Huturangi was the daughter of Te Whironui

Ko Nukutere te ingoa o te waka o Te Whironui

Nukutere was the name of the waka of te Whironui

Ka tutaki a Paikea i a Huturangi i Te Kautuku.

Paikea met Huturangi at Te Kautuku

Ka neke te whānau ki Whangarā noho ai.

The whānau moved to Whangarā to live.

Ka noho tonu ko Paikea hei tipuna nui mō Te Tairāwhiti

Paikea remains a important ancestor for the tribes of the East Coast.
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Activity Tasks in Sequence:

(1)
Organise class in to two groups

(2)
Give each group a copy of the Paikea story

(3)
Groups read through story and select main characters

(4)
Students have 40 minutes to make up a five minute skit

(5)
Each group acts out skit in front of class

Assessment Tasks:

Students are able to perform a five minute skit about Paikea
