TREASURED ‘PETS OF THE MĀORI-
The concept of Kaitiakitanga.

In ancient times the thinking, the beliefs of the ancient Māori with regard to the world they lived in were very different to those of many Māori of today. Everything in this world was special.

Every thing, every animal had its own mana, its own life essence and needed to be treated with respect, with reverence.

They believed they were specially placed here on earth by the Gods in that these animals had inhabited the earth well before people lived here. Because of this, some animals needed to be held in the highest esteem and were carefully treated and cared for. Eventually those animals took on an almost atua status and became regarded as the guardians of the people.
